78.2% IDA Merger – Protest Day on 05.06.2014

Almost one year has elapsed after which the benefit of 78.2% IDA merger was granted to the serving employees of BSNL and those retired after 10.06.2013.  CHQ has been pursuing the issue of extending this benefit to the pensioners retired before 01.01.2007 and after 01.01.2007, ever since the order was issued on 10.06.2013 by DOT and BSNL as well.  We have met all the top officers of DOT including Secretary, DOT and some of the Officers in the Department of Expenditure also on this issue.  In addition, as per the decision of Jaipur CEC, a two phased agitational programme was conducted, as there were concerted efforts by certain vested interests in DOT to delay the issue.  We have intervened at every level whenever delay was noticed.  Now, the file returned by Department of Expenditure seeking certain clarifications is pending idle at DOT Finance for the last three months despite our interventions constantly.  The BSNL pensioners all over the country have become restive and furious over this unjustified delay and therefore, CHQ has decided to observe 5th June, 2014 as PROTEST DAY by holding Dharna/Rally/Demonstration at all levels involving maximum pensioners.  Saving gram also should be sent to the Hon’ble Minister for Communications and Secretary, DOT.  The text of the saving gram and the addresses to be sent are given below.
